Msgr. Chuck wants the following procedural for the readers: 



1.) Hands held prayerfully - i.e. palms together and thumbs crossed. 

2.) No crossing of the legs- hands folded in your lap and knees together. 

3.) Men- ties and jacket 

4.) Women- slacks or skirts that are knee length or longer. No cleavage or bare 

shoulders- i.e. a sweater or jacket.
